	Contest times will be 3 minutes for M1-M6 and F1-F6. Unlimited Golden Score
M7/F7 and above, contest times are 2.5 minutes with no Shime-waza (strangles not allowed), one-minute golden score. 
Rules:
· BJA rules will apply throughout the event and will be in accordance with the Tournament Handbook. The decision of the Tournament Director will be final.
· The method of competition will be Pools or Compound Knockout.
· The organisers reserve the right to amalgamate adjacent weight/age categories depending on the number of entries in the respective weight categories.
