Footwear must be worn at all times when you are not on the mat.
Weigh-in times:	Weigh-in times will be emailed out a week before the date of the competition.

Car parking is free for 3 hours (you must enter your registration number into the console in the sports centre) or £5 for the day, payable at the leisure centre reception on entry.
